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The NSIS team has worked with various government agencies and programs over the past 15 years 

to create customized technological solutions that meet specific needs, while also fulfilling national 

security objectives, improving efficiency and reducing costs.

Applying a broad range of expertise and experience, the Argonne team develops both unclassified 

and classified information technology (IT) systems for national security and nonproliferation 

programs, with a focus on security operations, international treaty implementation, export control 

and law enforcement support.
